We identified that we were well placed and had the capacity to tender 
for and be awarded the Access for All Abilities (AAA) Program. The awarding of this 
program has been a strategic shift for GippSport, as it presents new challenges, which 
Gippsport is embracing.   
 
New staff members welcomed on board were Elke Timm and James Hill both appointed 
as AAA Program Coordinators . 
  
Responsibilities and accountabilities in service and program delivery outcomes were 
critical components to the success of GippSport this year, and the board thanks all staff 
for their continued dedication, commitment and enthusiasm.    
 
Highlights were the awarding of the Participation in Community Sport and Active 
Recreation (PICSAR) from VicHealth funding for the next 4 years.  The Access for All 
Abilities (AAA) Program funding over the next 2 years and Supporting Country Sport for 
the next 3 years is provided through Sport and Recreation Victoria.  
 
All applications were comprehensive and professionally presented which further 
highlighted the professionalism of GippSport. 
 
The overall organisational health of GippSport was maintained at a high level, with 
management processes, development opportunities and reporting processes constantly 
being delivered and reviewed.  Information management and marketing of services and 
programs via the media, website and newsletters has been innovative and highly 
professional.  
 



GippSport has continued to form new partnerships, value adding to aims and objectives 
to improving people’s health and wellbeing through their participation in sport and 
recreation.  All staff members are working over and above what is expected to satisfy 
external partners.

I am delighted to be reporting to you on some of the highlights and challenges for 
GippSport over the period from 1 July 2006 to 30 June 2007. 
  
This is the Sixteenth Annual Report of this Regional Sports Assembly (RSA) and I 
continue to enjoy being associated with the ongoing development of this organization 
since I was appointed Executive Officer in February 2004 
  
We have offices in Moe, Sale, Bairnsdale and Wonthaggi with a staffing schedule of six 
full time people up until 30 June 2007. As we have successfully tendered for the Access 
for All Abilities (AAA) Program for the next two years we will employ an additional two 
full time program coordinators. 
  
Once again we have signed off on agreements with Sport and Recreation Victoria (SRV), 
VicHealth, Good Sports and Tennis Victoria for the financial year 2007-08. We have 
made commitments to reach certain targets and outcomes during that time and will do 
everything within our power to reach our goals. 
 
A real highlight has been the achievement of VicHealth funding of $907 000 to conduct 
the PICSAR program for the next four years. The efforts contributed by all staff to submit 
a high quality application must be acknowledged. It is also pleasing that Victorian 
Government funding (SRV) of $440 000 for the Supporting Country Sport Program is for 
three years. The funding for the AAA Program is for two years and amounts to $ 188 561 
for 2007-08 with 2008-09 to be confirmed. 
  
All staff and the Board are aware of the contents of the new Agreement with SRV and 
every effort will be made to achieve appropriate outcomes.  The support provided by 
Mick Meyer (SRV) at the local level has been greatly appreciated.  The Supporting 
Country Sport Program will again have us focussing on club development, up-to-date 
information, volunteer support, website and database development. 
  
The VicHealth PICSAR program is a four year program to which we are committed to 
working towards increasing participation in sport and recreation. The target groups 
include people with disabilities and those from low socio-economic, Indigenous and new 
arrival communities. This work will continue to take our organisation in new directions 
and is opening up many opportunities for us to develop partnerships with other 
community sectors.  
  
 



We are very appreciative of the opportunity provided to us by VicHealth and at this time 
I would like to extend our thanks and appreciation of the support that we are receiving 
from all of the staff at VicHealth, especially Megan Kerr  and Fiona Patterson.  
   
This year we have continued with some “Fee for Service” work, and I thank those 
organisations who have allowed us to provide programs for them through this type of 
arrangement. 
  
Two continuing examples of this system have been our partnerships with the Victorian 
Health Promotion Foundation (VicHealth) and the Australian Drug Foundation (ADF). 
We are grateful for the support of Nello Marino and Rebecca Jackson from “Smartplay” 
as well Rod Glenn-Smith from the “Good Sports” program. In future we will play a 
promotional role for Sports Trainers programs. 
  
Whilst resource intensive, the partnerships are proving to be very worthwhile as well as 
enabling GippSport to develop positive relationships with clubs and associations right 
across the region. “Good Sports” provides us with a unique opportunity to engage with 
clubs but it remains very costly in terms of staff time and travel. We will be monitoring 
our commitment very closely during the next financial year and giving consideration to 
training people across Gippsland who may be able to deliver the program for a fee for 
service. I must acknowledge Dawn Martin for her outstanding leadership of the Good 
Sports Program in which we achieved 48 accreditations in 2006-07 which was our target.  
  
Another program that we are involved with is the “Milo Tennis Over Australia” program 
using funding that has been provided by Tennis Victoria.  This is a unique club and game 
development program. We are really appreciative of the opportunity to conduct this 
program. During 2006-07 Dawn Martin was the Tennis Development Officer for Central 
Gippsland and her focus was to assist the Regional Council with its strategic plan as well 
as helping clubs and associations to gain a website address.  
  
We are continuing to develop very positive relationships with our local government 
areas.  The establishment of a close liaison with the Recreation Officers and Community 
Development staff continues to be a priority for GippSport in all six municipalities. We 
are delighted that each local government area is represented on our Board of 
Management and we thank these people for their commitment. 
 
The “in kind” support provided by Latrobe City and the Wellington Shire by providing 
office space and associated infrastructure is of inestimable value to GippSport.  We must 
acknowledge this support at every available opportunity.  
  
We must also acknowledge the staff at the Moe Newborough Sports Centre for their 
continued co-operation, support and willingness to assist GippSport.  We enjoy a very 
strong relationship and our location conveys very appropriate messages to the 
community.  I am very pleased to say this will continue for the next financial year and 
hopefully much longer. 
  



GippSport remains a member of Sports Assemblies Victoria (SAV). This is an important 
organisation, as it enables all of the RSA Executive Officers to meet on a regular basis.  
SAV is now referred to as Regional Sports Network Victoria and the new chair is Jill 
Evans from Leisure Networks in Geelong   
  
The local media is most important to GippSport and we have established very strong 
links with our newspapers, radio and television stations.  The support received has been 
really appreciated.  We must ensure that the material we provide is current, interesting 
and accurate. 
  
I must pay tribute to our Chairman Ricky Ross and all members of the Board of 
Management for their contribution to our organisation in a rapidly changing environment. 
Unfortunately Michelle Dabkowski resigned from the Board due to work commitments 
and we thank her for the contribution she made. A presentation will be made to John 
Brookes for 15 years of service as an outstanding GippSport Board member. 
 
Fred Possart our new Treasurer has provided invaluable advice on our financial 
management and the workload associated with this aspect is ever increasing. We  now 
use updated processes for our payroll structure and other procedures. GippSport is also 
very grateful for the continued support of Mark Reidy from the RGM Financial Group 
and appreciates the use of the Conference Room for our Board meetings free of charge. 
  
Maintaining our staffing profile continues to be a major priority for GippSport.  The 
establishment of our Wonthaggi office has been a real highlight and Mark Lindsay is 
doing a great job in South Gippsland and Bass Coast Shires. David Roberts who is based 
in our Moe office has brought abundant skills and talent to GippSport and is establishing 
valuable networks in the Baw Baw Shire and Latrobe City. 
 
Our relationship with the Gippsland East Local Learning and Employment Network 
(GELLEN) continues to strengthen and we have Morgan Cameron based in the 
Bairnsdale office. Morgan continues to provide great support to sport and recreation 
organizations in East Gippsland and is doing a fine job as  our PICSAR leader. One of 
our new AAA Program Coordinators will be based at the GELLEN. At the time of 
writing this report I am able to state that we have appointed Elke Timm and James Hill as 
our GippSport AAA Program Coordinators and we wish them well in their new roles. 
 
We continue to enjoy an excellent relationship with the Wellington Shire who provide 
accommodation for Dawn Martin who has been with us since April 2005. Dawn is   
making a most significant contribution to the organization and her leadership capacities 
are greatly appreciated. 
  
GippSport has clearly established processes and documentation in relation to awards, 
staff employment agreements, position descriptions, staff appraisals, individual 
workplans, staff meetings and professional development.  All staff realise the significant 
trust placed in them as they work in individual locations across Gippsland. 
  



GippSport leases five vehicles (soon to be seven) and all staff have direct access to the 
latest computer technology, mobile phones, digital cameras and appropriate infrastructure 
to assist them in carrying out their role in a timely and effective manner. 
 
Kim Norris is our full time Administrative Officer and she continues to be an integral 
member of the team. Her conscientious approach and willingness to manage the financial 
transactions of the organization are greatly appreciated. She carries out a multiplicity of 
tasks for staff members and also provides excellent support to the Executive Officer 
which is greatly appreciated.  
 
Marnie Dans (Program Coordinator) commenced with GippSport in September 2005 and 
resigned in December 2006 to take on a role as the Active Communities Project Officer 
with Latrobe City. Marnie’s contribution to GippSport was highly valued and we 
continue to work closely with her. 
 
Staff meetings are held on a monthly basis and provide a most important forum for team 
building, communication, monitoring and professional development. GippSport uniforms 
are made available for all staff.  It is important for all staff to function as part of a 
GippSport team acknowledging that we are spread right across the Gippsland Region.  
One of my major roles as Executive Officer is to ensure that this happens and that staff 
receive the support and feedback they require. Staff appraisal processes are firmly 
established and every staff member is given documented feedback on their performance. 
  
Reports from PICSAR, Supporting Country Sport Program, Good Sports, Tennis Victoria 
Program, Most Disciplined Player Awards and are included in this Annual Report. 
  
GippSport is genuinely a Gippsland Regional organisation and we have a very important 
role in helping to increase active participation in sport and recreation in this beautiful part 
of our state.  There are some common themes as well as individual areas of concern for 
particular municipalities. 
  
We must continue to value sporting clubs and associations as an integral part of our 
Gippsland community as well as developing partnerships with a wide variety of other 
community organisations.  There are many in our community who are unaware of the 
roles and functions of GippSport and we still have a lot of work to do in this area.  
   
Our mission statement will continue to provide the focus for the work we carry out on 
behalf of the 240,000 people in the Gippsland Region. 
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I look forward to working with the GippSport Board and Staff as we address the 
challenges of the future.

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The 2006-2007 financial year for GippSport has been very successful due to a lot of hard 
work, effort and long hours put in by all of the GippSport staff in developing the PICSAR 
submission to VicHealth for the next four years. Staff also undertook VicHealth Health 
Promotion Training and the finalization of the workplan for 2007 through until 2011. 
GippSport was successful in gaining $907 000 over the next four years to support 
PICSAR projects Gippsland wide. 
 
Over the next four years Gippsport, with the support of VicHealth, will aim to increase 
participation in community sport and active recreation within the Gippsland Region. 
Disadvantaged communities will be targeted and efforts made to overcome the social, 
economic and physical barriers to participation and engagement in those identified 
communities. Within the Gippsland Region disadvantaged groups such as communities 
with low socio-economic status (SES), Indigenous, New Arrivals as well as those living 
with a disability will be the focus. 
 
Projects across the Gippsland Region in the past twelve months have been highly 
successful and have engaged a number of participants and groups, previously not 
participating in sport or active recreation.  
 
Through the development of a number of different projects GippSport has built on new 
and existing relationships with a variety of organisations across the region, increasing 
understanding and raising awareness of the communities needs in regard to sport and 
active recreation pursuits. 
 
Some of these projects/activities were:  
 
Gippsland Women’s Physical Activity Strategy, Community Walking Grant Projects in 
both the Wellington and East Gippsland Shires, Lifeball, Walktober Community Walks, 
East Gippsland Indigenous Sport and Recreation Group, Activity Supermarket - Active 
Participation Grant  (APG), Physically Active Koori Kids Program (APG), GConnect 
(APG), Sports Beat, Keep Fit Don’t Sit, Active Workplaces, Golf Superpass, various 
Sudanese Sports and recreation programs, Active Communities Networks in Baw Baw 
and Latrobe City, Primary Care Partnership’s support, modified sports, case study 
development,  open days, walking leaders forums, women’s forums, Koori Links, Active 
Schools, Walking School Bus, family fun fitness, Active Girls Breakfast, NAIDOC 
events, expos, corporate challenge, falls prevention, Nutrition and Physical Activity 
Network, Settlement Committee and Neighbourhood Renewal. 
 
Funding received from VicHealth during 2006-07 amounted to $180 000. 
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The Good Sports Program is a partnership between the Australian Drug Foundation 
(ADF), national, state, regional and local sports bodies, and the government sector, to 
develop a safer and healthier community. The Good Sports Program helps sporting clubs 
manage alcohol responsibly. GippSport is a Community Partner with Good Sports and 
delivers the program across the Gippsland Region. In 2006-07 a total of $18040 was 
received by GippSport for delivering the program. 
 
The Good Sports target for accreditations for 2006-2007 was 48 and this target was 
achieved.  The program is widespread throughout Gippsland with many different types of 
sporting clubs involved.  The majority of clubs are football and cricket clubs. 
 
GippSport also facilitated 21 Responsible Serving of Alcohol courses in the financial 
year.  There was an average of 20 participants per course. 
 
The program provides us with an opportunity to meet with clubs and to provide a very 
positive service for the community.  We often have contact with members of the Victoria 
Police through Liquor Licensing Seminars and Community Safety Committees and they 
are very pleased to see clubs involved in the program. 
 
 
.   
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The Tennis Regional Development Officer program changed in 2006-2007 with Tennis 
Victoria deciding that the program would focus on strategic issues rather than specific 
clubs.  GippSport’s aims were to improve communication, increase participation and 
improve facilities for tennis clubs and associations. 
 
The major focus was to establish a website for the Central Gippsland Tennis Regional 
Council so that communication could be improved for tennis clubs and associations in the 
Central Gippsland Region.  The website took some time to develop and is now available 
at www.tennis.gippsport.com.au 
 
In 2006-07 GippSport received a total of $8000 for delivering this program. 
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The Most Disciplined Player awards program continues to be well received by clubs and 
schools across Gippsland.   The program encourages junior sportspeople to demonstrate 
good sportsmanship, show respect to officials, players and supporters and abide by the 
rules of the competition.  Over 100 clubs have supported the MDP program this year with 
GippSport distributing over 3100 weekly certificates and 110 end of season framed 
awards.  
 
The winners of the Most Disciplined Player Scholarships for 2006-2007 were Lauren 
Peter who was nominated by the Tobruk Street Primary School and Luke Schumann who 
was nominated by the Glenaladale Cricket Club. 
 
Both Lauren and Luke received cheques for $200 and Tobruk Street Primary School and 
Glenaladale Cricket Club received $50 each for nominating them.
